Ash Wednesday marks the beginning of Lent, the penitential season of the Church’s year. It begins on Ash Wednesday
and ends with the Mass of the Lord’s Supper on Holy Thursday. Lent has six Sundays. The sixth is called Passion or Palm
Sunday and marks the beginning of Holy Week. Traditionally the Lenten season is a time of penance throughout the
Catholic Church. Lent is a season in which prayer, the reception of the sacraments, charity and almsgiving are empha-
sized.

Fast and abstinence are to be observed on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. All the Fridays of Lent are days of
abstinence from meat. Those who are 14 years of age or older are obligated to abstinence.

Fasting means having only one full meal to maintain one’s strength. Two smaller, meatless and penitential meals
are permitted according to one’s needs, but they should not together equal the one full meal. Eating solid foods
between meals is not permitted.
